Despite a troubled economy, IronPort was able to achieve 35% quarter over quarter growth, 
complete a $16.5M venture capital financing, double headcount, and introduce its second 
generation products, the IronPort A60 and A30 Messaging Gateway Appliances. 

IronPort Messaging Gateway Appliances  

The IronPort appliances are used by major corporations, email service providers and ISPs to 
reduce the cost and increase the quality of their outbound mail delivery. A pair of 2U IronPort 
A60s can replace a full rack of high end UNIX server hardware, saving capital costs, rack space & 
power, and most importantly cutting administrative time by as much as 75%. The IronPort 
appliances also support IronPort’s unique Virtual Gateway™ technology, which allows users to 
assign a specific outbound IP address to each message based on campaign or message type, in 
effect creating a separate virtual machine for each mailing. Corporations can now run the mail 
from several divisions over a single system but give each division or mail campaign its own IP 
address, ensuring the highest delivery rates for the messages.

The IronPort Bonded Sender Program™  

During 2002, IronPort also introduced the Bonded Sender Program. Designed to improve the 
effectiveness of legitimate commercial email delivery, Bonded Sender allows email senders to post 
a financial bond to verify the legitimacy of their email. ISPs and corporations that receive email 
can avoid “false positives” – accidentally deleting legitimate email – by querying 
bondedsender.org and passing bonded messages directly to the end user’s mailbox. If end users 
complain that a message is spam, the bond posted by the sender is debited. This market-based 
mechanism allows senders of legitimate mail to ensure their messages get through and it allows 
receivers of mail to implement spam filters with confidence. Illegitimate senders of mail could 
never afford the fines associated with high user complaint rates. 
 



 

The Bonded Sender Program has expanded its beta to more than 5,000 ISPs, universities and 
corporations including Frontier.net from Frontier Communications, Sonic.net and DCA.net. 
During the beta, the number of messages processed by the Bonded Sender system has doubled 
each month, with receiving companies now checking over 50 million incoming messages/day for 
Bonded Sender status. Bonded Sender now saves an estimated 100,000 legitimate messages/day 
for more than 200 senders currently participating in the program.

The company today also separately announced a new service called SenderBase. SenderBase is a 
powerful information service that allows email administrators to rapidly assess the legitimacy of 
any sender of email. SenderBase will be a critical tool for every email administrator. It provides 
a unique global view of Internet mail volumes sent from individual servers, and can aggregate 
volume from multiple domains that are associated with one organization. The data from 
SenderBase is a powerful input to any spam control system, and will be an integral part of 
IronPort’s forthcoming Messaging Gateways for Enterprises. The SenderBase service is free of 
charge and available now at http://www.senderbase.com/.
